Funding Cuts & Lost Services ï Whatôs the Status? 
 

As you are already aware, the Commonwealth of PA and Upper Saucon Township reduced 

library funding in 2010 that equated to a loss of $35,000 for SLPL. As a result, the library  

reduced its hours, cut back on purchasing items for the collection, reduced its childrenôs programming, 
and reduced the size of its staff and there was still a $1,500 deficit in its budget.  The good news is that 

local residents have come to our rescue and through their generous donations to our Be a Hero 
Campaign, they have wiped out the deficit!  To all the donors, we say THANK YOU!
